-	 Entered into negotiations with all parties who 
wish to settle ongoing legal cases trying to bring 
an end to ongoing litigations Negotiations and 
discussions were held with compassion and the 
aim to settle rather than dictate  and threats. 

-	 Empower the BPP administration to directly 
transfer  cases of transmission from tenants to 
their children, with no interference or threats from 
the Trustees 

-	 Ensured protection of all properties with 
100% assurance of no sale of any property to any 
third party

-	 Began to give Colony Associations more 
power and autonomy to undertake activities for 
their residents.

were made to be paid by the BPP (after increasing 
service charges) to the tune of around Rs. 70 
Lakhs.  

From 2015 till 2020, there was a perpetual sense 
of fear amongst community members. There was 
an authoritarian rule that was being created which 
if not followed could result in eviction from homes. 

SIDE 2: 2020 - PRESENT DAY
Sometime in late  2019, Yazdi Desai realised 
that resumption of auction of high value flats 
was the only solution to raise funds which even 
Justice Kathawalla had recommended to the 
Trustees during their conflict resolution.  There 
was a serious rift in ideology and policy between 
Yazdi Desai and Kersi Randeria who opposed 
the auction of high value flats as well as the 
Refundable Deposit Scheme. 

In fact, by 2019, the BPP was in its worst financial 
position it had probably been in decades. This 
resulted in Yazdi Desai consenting to the request 
of Armaity Tirandaz, Xerxes Dastur and Viraf 
Mehta to restart auction of high value flats. Once 
auctions began, the BPP earned deposits, the 
interest of which was then used for activities to 
help the community. Kersi Randeria continued 
to oppose this despite there being no alternate 
immediate source of revenue for the BPP. 
Disputes between Kersi Randeria and Yazdi Desai 
began to brew in 2019 and Yazdi had at one point 
in time proposed to the Board to file proceedings 
before the Charity Commissioner to remove Kersi 
Randeria as a Trustee u/s 41D of the BPT Act  
as well as file Contempt of Court proceedings for 
disobeying the Consent Terms filed before the 
High Court in 2017.  

By 2020 the rift between Mr. Randeria and  
Mr. Desai brewed further. In  2020 Yazdi Desai 
suffered an untimely stroke and unfortunately he 
passed away the following year. Tragically, the 
BPP has lost Zarir Bhatena just a year before. 

The above two vacancies brought a change in the 
majority within the BPP. Trustees who had been 
appointed to fulfil the wishes of the people were 
finally at the helm. The two factions now were:

Armaity Tirandaz, Xerxes Dastur & Viraf Mehta

Kersi Randeria & Noshir Dadrawala

Come 2020, the board in charge of the BPP had 
a simple agenda: (i) there should be no burden 
on the beneficiaries and all issues of funds will be 
managed by the BPP (not the beneficiaries); and 
(ii) ensure safety and security to all beneficiaries 
whilst protecting the assets of the BPP. 

The team under the Chairmanship of Armaity 
Tirandaz (in under two years) took bold steps 
to change the face of the BPP. Promises which 
no other Trustees could fulfil for terms, the 
current board headed by Team Tirandaz has 

TWO SIDES 
OF A TERM 

SIDE 1: 2015-2020
Prior to the new Scheme of Elections (please do 
read our Article titled A NEW SCHEME FOR 
A NEW YOU) the term of a Trustee was for 10 
years from 1910 to 1990 and thereafter reduced 
to seven years. Due to further efforts to amend the 
Scheme, the term has now been brought down to 
five years. 

In 2015, when the Board was appointed, there 
were two visible factions.

Yazdi Desai, Kersi Randeria, Noshir Dadrawala 
& Zarir Bhatena – who were in majority from 
2015- 2020	

Armaity Tirandaz, Viraf Mehta & Muncherji 
Cama (who was not permitted to enter the 
BPP Board room) were in the minority

During the period of Chairmanship of Yazdi Desai, 
in which Kersi Randeria, and his team were at the 
forefront, the BPP took the following actions

i.	 Increased service charges without any 
discussion or planning to Rs. 750/- per BPP 
household irrespective of the facilities available to 
a colony and irrespective of the size of the flat-1RK 
or 4RK. One size fits all was the criteria. Further 
without the knowledge of the minority Trustees , 
the Majority Trustees instructed all Managers not 
to accept lawful rent unless it was accompanied 
with the Additional Service Charges of Rs. 750 
per month.

ii.	 Stopped the refundable security deposit 
scheme as well as  auction of high value flats. This  
started in 2013 due to stay order obtained which 
led to stoppage of all allotments to the needy and 
deserving. At that time there were over 100 flats 
available for allotment. It was only in 2016 after the 
Charity Commissioner withdrew his Stay Order 
that these flats were allotted. The stoppage of 
auction of high value flats and the RDS continued 
till late 2019 by which time the BPP had become 
penny less.

iii.	 Entered into litigation against colleague  
Trustees by making the BPP pay for all legal fees 
(upto Rs. 70 Lakhs spent on disputes paid for by 
the BPP)

iv.	 Alloted flats to close  friends and family 
arbitrarily, not on the merit rating list 

v.	 Stopped all revenue generating schemes of 
colonies such as movie shooting, hoardings at 
prime locations etc

vi.	 Dis-banned and shut down ZYNG 

vii.	 Refused to give any information in regards to 
the BPP to Armaity Tirandaz & Viraf Mehta forcing 
them to initiate proceedings before the High 
Court, resulting in an order that all information 
should be provided to all Trustees. This order is 
today a part of the Scheme of Elections. 

viii.	 Costs of legal proceedings between Trustees 
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Rumy Zarir is a silent worker, a community  
worker. He improves the lives of the people of 
his Community by helping them bring about 
that change. He helps people to tackle their 
problems with a positive solution.

My name is Xerxes Bharda and I am a resident 
at Zoroastrian Colony, Tardeo. Our colony 
has changed over the past few years with 
Mr. Rumy Zarir at the helm of affairs. He is 
pro-actively in charge and has been a catalyst 
in the overall growth and well-being of our 
colony and its tenants. I would like to point 
out to some of the changes he brought with 
him. 

Our colony buildings are heritage, and Rumy 
helped in securing timely approvals for all 
civil formalities for their renovation. He also 
facilitated and helped in the installation of 
CCTV cameras across the colony. The fire 
hydrants were defunct for a long time and 
at present they are well painted, active and 
timely serviced. The pandemic was a tough 
time for all of us and Rumy arranged for a 
grocery truck with various other provisions.

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KERSI RANDERIA OWNED PARSI TIMES TAKES 
PRIDE IN BRINGING A STAY ON CONVERSION OF 

LEAVE & LICENSE TO TENANCY
We have always said that there are a few 
inherently opposed to the conversion of leave 
and licenses to tenancies. These people believe 
they are the sethias. They believe they own the 
colonies and they own the beneficiaries when 
they are a Trustee and hence beneficiaries 
should be under their rule and remain that way.

We believe these same Trustees increased 
service charges to Rs. 750 on each and every 
household and threatened to not take rent 
unless service charges are paid and instead 
file suits for eviction against lawful occupants 
till service charges were paid.

On Saturday, 16th of April 20222 edition of 
Parsi Times, the Order passed by the Election 
Commission was published. The order brought 
about in our view, the unfortunate stay on the 
conversion of leave and licences to tenancies 
following a complaint by Kersi Randeria.

It is to be noted that:

-  The move to convert leave and licenses to 
tenancies was discussed and opposed by 
Kersi Randeria before the Board 

-  The resolution passed by the BPP Trustees 
on 22nd February 2022 to convert leave and 
licenses to tenancies was objected to by 
Kersi Randeria in open court of the Division 
Bench of the High Court of Justice Kathawalla 
and Justice Jadhav during the hearing of the 
proposed Scheme amendments and the Court 
advised that if he is aggrieved he should move 
the High Court Chamber Judge for relief but 
the Division Bench will not interfere or grant 
any relief . 

He chose not to challenge the resolution 
before the Chamber Judge of the High Court. 

Instead he took the liberty and chance of 
raising the same objections before the Election 
Commission and challenged the resolution of 
converting leave and licenses to tenancies, 
without disclosing to the CEC the advice 
given by the Division Bench.

The wily politician that he is, he himself admits 
that he is in favour of Conversion but adds the 
untenable Clause that BPP should pay the 
Stamp Duty which in his paper he computes 

at Rs. 175 Crore. The hypocrisy of the man is 
thus exposed as BPP can’t pay monthly Salary 
of a few Crores on time and yet he espouses 
the cause of BPP paying Stamp Duty of Rs. 
175 Crore.

The Election Commission in its wisdom heard 
the Trustees and decided not to allow any 
more conversion of Leave and Licenses to 
tenancies. The Parsi Times has published the 
Order. 

This may be a victory for the Parsi Times. 
However, the community today suffers. 

We spoke to Viraf Mehta on the decision 
passed by the CEC and whether the Trustees 
were intending to challenge the decision. He 
said, he would like to avoid further legal costs 
to charity and he will rather fight the election 
on merits and on policy. He said Team Tirandaz 
are committed to their promise to convert all 
leave and licenses to tenancies. 

Hence it is critical that right thinking and like-
minded people be elected as Trustees of the 
BPP.

Tehmtan also aimsto have more interaction with 
Panchayats from other cities in order to have better 
communication between Parsi’s in these cities to 
encourage better matrimonial programs as well 
as opportunities for Parsis to come together as a 
community.

Tehmtan is an independent candidate, who aims 
to come in and be the forefront to bringing about 
a change and spearhead it into action.
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subsidise the favoured few allotments of high val-
ued flats either free or at throwaway prices!  Ulti-
mately when Kersi Randeria and Noshir Dadrawala 
lost their majority due to the sudden demise in 
quick succession of the late Zarir Bhathena and 
the late former Chairman Yazdi Desai, the com-
munity started to wonder if both these young men 
lost their lives due to the stress and strain that they 
were undergoing!

Today Mr. Randeria, who was part of the major-
ity Trustees that is responsible for bringing BPP 
to bankruptcy, has had to find replacements from 
new aspirants as even his tried and tested lieuten-
ant Noshir Dadrawala has at last called it a day and 
hung up his boots! 

I have no quarrel with these new aspirants for like 
many in the community, I am not aware of any com-
munity track record  of   these gentlemen. I pre-
sume that the prime reason for them to latch on 
to the owner of the Parsi Times is in the hope of 
getting media support and coverage. 

They may soon realise their folly for associating 
with a trustee whose actions and words are at a 
huge variance. The community has seen through 
his game. ‘Men (and women) are known by the 
company they keep’!

Never in the past as far as my memory goes has 
the community been offered a choice of some 
outstanding ladies as candidates for Trusteeship 
of the BPP. To name a few one can start with the 
unassuming sitting Chairperson Armaity Tirandaz. 

The lady has conducted herself with dignity and 
grace even under tiring and demanding circum-
stances when the Godrej Baug committee were 
baying for her blood under directions of  certain 
frustrated individuals. Though some in the commu-
nity feel at times that she is too polite and mild-
mannered to face the hostility in the board, one is 
aware of her assertiveness when the need arises. 
It is an art to be assertive without being loud and 
Armaity has coolly mastered that art!

As a counter and a balance to Armaity’s soft-spo-
ken nature, we have Zuleika Homavazir! This fire-
brand lady has in a short period demonstrated all 
her skills with her rapid fire response to all contem-
porary and burning issues.

academic background and experience in dealing 
with the youth of today, she would be an asset to 
the board as well as help build a strong administra-
tion in the BPP. 

Next is Maharukh Noble. Noble is not just her last 
name but nobility is an inbuilt asset which few in-
herit and even fewer acquire and sustain. She has 
by her quiet work demonstrated these qualities. A 
lady of few words, she would rather let her work 
and achievements speak for her, without photo-
graphs and tom-tomming in the paid press.

Last but not the least is the well-known Anahita 
Desai whose time has at last come after several 
disappointments. In the past, along with Dinshaw 
Mehta, and some others, I too, only on principle, 
had not favored Anahita while her late husband 
was a sitting trustee. But I am well aware of her 
commitment to orthodoxy and our religion and 
was therefore surprised to notice a very disturb-
ing trend in her associating with some reformists. 
Her work with the poor and humane approach to 
issues is commendable, and is very unlike some of 
her recent associates whose practice and preach-
ing are at great variance. I will be more specific and 
will elaborate at a later date.

To the above “Four Formidable Feminine Power” 
I might venture to suggest that the community 
strengthen their hands by also voting back Viraf 
Mehta and Xerxes Dastur, who have thus far been 
pillars of strength to Armaity. To a large extent they 
have helped bring the BPP out from the iron grip 
of the erstwhile majority and in this effort one can 
count on another silent worker from the commu-
nity: Rumy Zarir. Like Maharukh Noble, Rumy has 
been a quiet and silent grassroots worker with a 
tough exterior and a soft interior.

BPP ELECTIONS: Part 2
The Editor,
Parsi Junction.

Dear Sirs,

I thank readers for their 
comments and feed-
back on my last week’s 
episode on the subject 
of the BPP Elections. 
This column is based 
on my personal past 

experiences and views supported by documents, 
recordings, emails and messages and is limited 
due to the guidelines and framework laid down by 
Justice Kathawalla. 

Upon further perusal of the election schedule, I 
am wondering why a period of five weeks from the 
normal two weeks has been provided for the with-
drawal of candidature from the election fray! Is it 
to feel the pulse of the community vis-a-vis certain 
candidates? Normally two weeks should be fine to 
enable a candidate to make up his/her mind. 

The last date for filing nominations was April 4, 
2022. However, the last date for withdrawal is May 
8, 2022 with Elections scheduled for 29th May 
2022. This leaves very little time for prospective fi-
nalists to campaign with their ballot numbers print-
ed on their campaign handouts which is an integral 
part of campaigning.

From the media write-ups of candidates who have 
filed their nominations, it is very obvious that again 
two groups are emerging with the aim to form a 
majority. This groupism of late has been the bane 
of Parsi politics! Will we ever learn from our past 
mistakes?

While it was understandable in 2011, when the two 
warring groups got together to defeat Anahita De-
sai, on the principle that a spouse should not con-
test while the husband is a sitting trustee, it took 
a very serious turn when the majority trustees, 
i.e. Yazdi, Desai, defacto Chairman Kersi Rand-
eria, Noshir Dadrawala and Zarir Bhathena, de-
nied access to files, documents, minutes etc. to 
fellow trustees Armaity Tirandaz, late Muncher-
jee Cama and Viraf Mehta. This ‘Minority, at 
their own expense, had to then approach the 
High court of Mr. Justice Kathawala who casti-
gated the “dictatorial” approach of the Majority 
and ensured that all such papers and files were 
made available to all the trustees. 

As a result the BPP trust was poorer by around 
Rs. 80 lakhs as this Majority defended their action 
to deprive their colleague Trustees of their basic 
rights as Trustees at the cost of the BPP and the 
community funds and not their own funds while the 
minority group paid their legal charges from their 
own pockets!

High Court challenging the Constitutional 
validity of the said Amendment, being Sec-
tion 36(5) of the said Maharashtra Public 
Trust Act, in   Writ Petition no 2147(L) of 
2022.*

When the matter came up for hearing be-
fore the Hon’ble Chief Justice and Hon’ble 
Justice Karnik on 14th March, 2022,   the 
Learned Bench headed by the Chief Justice 
ordered the Respondents to reply and also 
ordered that a notice be issued  to the Ad-
vocate General of Maharashtra State since 
it concerns the constitutional validity of the 
said Amended Section 36(5) of the Maha-
rashtra Public Trust Act. The matter is now 
listed for hearing before the Bench of the 
Hon’ble Chief Justice on 11th April, 2022.

Mr. Nilesh Jain , Advocate had also appeared 
on behalf of the Jain Community as recorded 
in the order.

_*It is about time the Parsi Community and 
the BPP Trustees realise that no trust prop-
erty will be safe when the blanket permis-
sion is granted by the State to the Trustees 
of Charitable And Religious endowments to 
sell the Trust Property,  register the same and 
then take permission of the Charity Commis-
sioner which will be only namesake as the 
Learned Charity Commissioner will have no 
powers to deregister the sale.*_

We trust that the Community including the 
BPP Trustees   are aware of the amend-
ment to the Maharashtra Public Trust Act, 

as  no Fire Temple Properties, Doongerwadi 
lands,  or any Public Trust Properties of any 
communities will be safe from liquidation if 
the aforesaid Amendments remains in the 
Statute Book.
